An Ordinance to repeal the Minimum Wages (Fixation)
Ordinance, 19609.

WHEREAS it is expedient to repeal the Minimum Wages
(Fixation) Ordinance, 1969 (E.P. Ord. X of 1969);

Now, THEREFORE, in pursuance of the Proclamations of
the 20" August, 1975, and the 8" November, 1975 and in
exercise of all powers enabling him in that behalf, the President
is pleased to make and promulgate the following Ordinance :-

1. (1) This Ordinance may be called the Minimum Wages
(Fixation) (Repeal) Ordinance, 1977.

(2) It shall be deemed to have come into force on the 6"
day of November, 1973.

2. The Minimum Wages (Fixation) Ordinance, 1969 (E.P.
Ord. X of 1969), is hereby repealed.

The Ordinance was declared void and non est by the Appellate Division of the Supreme Court

of Bangladesh in Civil Petition for leave to Appeal Numbers 1044 and 1045 of 2009 and
subsequently the Ordinance has been made effective as an Act of Parliament by section 4 and
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
